He’s got some 
strengths for sure. He’s got some weaknesses that he can address. He’ll only 
get better” he said. 
 
In the play-off for third and fourth, Austrian JURGEN MELZER was too good for 
GAEL MONFILS, winning 6/3 6/7 (10) 6/2.
